Relocation Update

As most of you are aware, we received notification from our Landlord in August 2007 of plans to build a hotel on the grounds of our academy. If their planning application is accepted, we will have to find alternative premises by August 2008.  The planning department has advised us that it is very likely the application will be accepted in the new year and as a result, we are actively looking for new premises on the assumption that it will go ahead.
Firstly, we would like to say thank you to everyone who has taken the time to write to the council asking them to help us with the possible lease of a council owned property on Whinhill Road which has been empty for over 2 years.  Unfortunately, the council will not support our idea to lease this property and are to sell it on the open market and as we are not in a position to compete with the current market for this size of land, we will have to keep looking.  The only alternative they have offered is a room in McClymont Halls on Holburn Street.  Unfortunately we cannot look at this because we need a facility with everything contained (ie toilets and changing rooms), to allow parents to continue dropping their children off knowing that they are safe inside our facility.  This would not be possible, so we are hoping that something else comes up.  In the meantime, we will keep you informed of any further developments.
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
